parkrun social media accounts are where a lot of people will hear about the event 
you support and get a feeling for what parkrun is all about. It’s a great way to 
promote volunteering and how people can contribute and benefit through it. Please 
see this guide to help generate volunteering social media posts. 

Posting regularly on Facebook and other social media platforms is a proven way to 
grow your parkrun community. This includes run, walk, jog and volunteer 
participants.  If you are pressed for time during the week, scheduling posts at the 
beginning of the week is a quick and easy way to ensure you reach your local 
community on social media without the need to go in each day to post something.

It’s important that anyone posting on parkrun event social media accounts are 
familiar with and read through the following guidance and policies.

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Artificial Intelligence
We want to keep parkrun real, trusted and community-focused.

People trust parkrun because it reflects real experiences, real stories and 
real people.

We want this to be shown through what we’re sharing on social media, 
both on our national channels and also our event team social media 
pages.

While it might feel like a quick, easy win to ask an AI generator to create 
a social post or poster for you, we strongly discourage using 
AI-generated images on parkrun and junior parkrun event social media 
channels.
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The parkrun or junior parkrun logos MUST NOT be put through any 
AI generator.

Photos of people at parkrun MUST NOT be put through any AI 
generator.

This protects parkrun as an organisation, and you and your community.

Research is already showing that brands or organisations which use 
AI-generated images have lower trust scores, so this social media guide 
and the parkrun Resources Hub is a great place to start to help you 
with your social media.
